Message from Aldous Everard

Do you know how well your PV system is performing?

There is now a nationwide database for micro-generation from PV systems.  If you have a system you are probably interested in how well it is performing, and possibly in comparing it to others around the UK.

Here at the University of Sheffield we're running a project which collects energy generation data from people who have PV systems installed, so that we can report on performance.

This is useful to you if you have a system as you can see how well it's doing in relation to others across the country, and if it starts to fail for any reason.  It's also useful for people who are considering getting PV installed as they can see how others are doing in their area.

The more people we get signed up, the better and more accurate the reports that we can produce.  So far we've got 180 people signed up, not much out of over 100,000 installations, so we're aiming to get 1,000.
